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Approval from the PSI of the Reopening

of MSX

It confirms there are legal guarantees for companies

SAN LUIS POTOSI, SLP.-
The private sector initiative
stated its approval of the
reopening of Minera San
Xavier (MSX), given that
there are legal guarantees
for  entrepreneurs  who
venture to risk their capital
in Potosi.

José Luis Lozano Andalon,
member of the Nuestro
Centro Organization, stated
his  support for the
reopening of work at the
mining company, “As long
as it creates jobs and
complies with regulations
in order not to damage the
environment, Minera is
welcome, and ten more.”

He added that, what
happened was that the
problem  had already
become politicized, “but |
believe that if the mining
company is giving work to
600 individuals, which
means 600 families, then it
is beneficial to the state;
furthermore, if [the
company] is meeting the
requirements for safety in

order not to damage the
environment, | don’t see
any problem; what is the
problem? | don’t see it, to
tell you the truth.”

Lozano Andalén believes
that it is a good sign the
definitive suspension
issued by the First District
Court of San Luis Potosi in
regard to the temporary,
partial closing ordered by
the Federal Office of
Environmental Protection,
during the suit for amparo
before said court.

It reflects, he added, that
there are legal guarantees
“in order for companies to
continue working, and go

forward with the
obligations previously
made.”

Revoking Minera  San
Xavier’s operation permit
could have caused some
foreign or even local
entrepreneurs to change
their minds and decide not
to invest in the company;
“that is to say, if there are

no guarantees to work in
the state, well then, they
will go and look for other
places where they can do it
better, or there might be
other places where the
material can be extracted.”

He affirmed that Minera
San Xavier continued to
pay full wages to its staff,
and | believe that no one
would normally do that; “I
think that is an indication
of good will by the mining
company, | do believe so; it
is a demonstration that they
are doing things well,
otherwise they would have
not done that, they would
have closed and left,” he
elaborated.

Regarding this issue, it is
not important what
entrepreneurs  think  but
rather the authorities, who
are the ones that should
verify that the company is
working under the required
regulations and
specifications.




Lozano Andalon said that
so far there have been no
reports on any company
changing its plans to settle
in San Luis Potosi as a
consequence of the
decision taken by the
authorities in the last few
days.

Creating Jobs

On his part, the president
of the Chamber of
Construction Industry,
Carlos Escudero Robles,
stated that Minera San
Xavier  Company  has
always complied with the
legal regulations that have
been imposed on it.

“l think that it is a
generating source of jobs;
on several occasions, we
have gone to the mining
company to oversee its
production processes, and |
think that they have always
been  concerned  about
complying with the
requirements that were in
place from the beginning.”

[Federal Office of
Environmental Protection]
lifted all closure seals—
especially since that
industry creates jobs in this
time of crisis; “we should
try to create jobs at this
time; we can simply say

that the economic problem
will change when we start
to produce once again, as
we did two or three years
ago.”

The director agreed with
Lozano Andalén that the
resumption of MSX’s
operations  gives  other
companies the guarantees
to come and invest their
capital.

“This problem has not
ended, they still have to
grant other authorizations,
but it is a very important
reading by the people who
might come and stay here,”
he concluded.

Beneplacito de la IP ante la reapertura de MSX

O Confirma que hay certidumbre legal para las empresas

SAN LUIS POTOSI, SLP.—
La iniciativa privada expres6 su
beneplécito por la reapertura de
la Minera San Xavier (MSX),
pues significa que hay certi-
dumbre legal para los empresa-

ivrios que deciden arriesgar su
patrimonio en tierras potosinas.

El integrante de la organiza-
cién Nuestro Centro, José Luis
Lozano Andalén, manifesté su
apoyo al reinicio de labores en
la empresa minera: “mientras
genere trabajo y sigan las nor-
mas para no ocasionar dafios
en su entorno, bienvenida la
Minera y diez mas”.

Lo que ocurre, afiadid, es que
el problema ya se habia politiza-
do, “pero yo considero que si la
minera le esti dando trabajo a
600 personas, que- significan
600 familias, entonces es benéfi-
co para el estado; por otro lado,
si esta reuniendo las caracteristi-
cas de seguridad para no perju-
dicar el entorno, yo no le veo
ningtin problema; ¢cuél proble-
ma?, yo no lo veo, la verdad™.

Lozano Andalén considera
que es una buena sefal la suspen-
si6n definitiva otorgada por el Juz-
gado Primero de Distrito en San
Luis Potosi respecto a la clausu-
sa parcial temporal ordenada

por la Procuraduria Federal de
Proteccién al Ambiente, dentro
del juicio del amparo que se tra-
mita ante ese juzgado.

Refleja, agregé, que hay
certidumbre juridica “para
que las empresas puedan se-
guir laborando y puedan salir
con sus compromisos hechos
con antelacién”.

Al haberle revocado el per-
miso de operaciones a la Mine-
ra San Xavier, pudo haber
provocado que algunos empre-
sarios fordneos o incluso loca-
les, decidieran cambiar de
opinién y no invertir en la enti-
dad; “es decir, si no hay garan-
tias para trabajar en el estado,
pues se van a buscar otros luga-
res donde puedan hacerlo me-
jor, o habrd otros donde
puedan extraer el material”.

La Minera San Xavier, ase-
vero6, siguié pagando integros
los sueldos de su base laboral, y
creo que nadie haria eso nor-
malmente; “yo creo que es una
muestra de buena voluntad de
la minera, yo creo que si; es
una muestra de que estin ha-
ciendo las cosas bien, de otra
manera no lo hubieran hecho,

hubieran cerrado y se hubieran
ido”, abundé.

En este asunto no importa lo
que piensen los empresarios, sin
lo que digan las autoridades, que
son quienes deben corroborar
que esté trabajando bajo las nor-
mas y especificaciones debidas.

Lozano Andalén dijo que
hasta el momento no se tienen
informes sobre alguna empresa
que haya cambiado de planes
de instalarse en San Luis Potosi
a consecuencia de las decisio-
nes tomadas por las autorida-
des en los dlimos dias.

Generadores de empleo
Por su parte, el presidente de la
Cédmara de la Industria de la
Construccion, Carlos Escudero
Robles, coment6 que la empre-
sa Minera San Xavier siempre
ha cumplido con los lineamien-
tos legales que le han impuesto.
“Yo creo que es una fuente
generadora de empleos; noso-
tros hemos ido varias veces a la
Minera a vigilar sus procesos de
produccién y creo que siempre
se preocuparon ellos por cum-
plir con los requerimientos que
les pusieron desde el inicio”.
También veo su reapertu-
ra —luego de que la Profepa
retirara los sellos de clausura—
como positiva, sobre todo

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porque esa industria genera em-
pleos en estos tiempos de crisis;
“debemos tratar en estos mo-
mentos de crear empleos; sim-
plemente podemos decir que el
problema econémico se va a re-
vertir cuando empecemos a
producir otra vez, como estiba-
mos hace dos o tres anos”.

El directivo coincidié con
Lozano Andalén, respecto a

que el reinicio de operaciones
de MSX da certidumbre a otras
empresas para que vengan a in-
vertir sus capitales.

“Este problema no se ha ter-
minado, todavia tienen que
hacer otros permisos, pero es
una lectura muy importante
que puede estar leyendo la
gente que venga a quedarse
aqui”, concluyé. B
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
