    San Luis Potosí could see its global image 

affected with the suspension of activities at 

Minera San Xavier (MSX), which can 

damage the flow of investments into the 

state. 

    Such was the thought of Rodolfo Narro 

Loris, Coordinator of Business 

Organizations, who said that Semarnat’s 

revocation of the Cerro de San Pedro mine’s 

license gives a bad impression to investors, 

who will see a lack of security in carrying 

out projects, both in the entity of Potosí and 

in the country at large. 

    “The investments being affected is a fact 

because businessmen look for secure sites 

for their venture capital. It’s unfortunate that 

in a country like Mexico, they give you a 

license one day and then take it away the 

next one. That shows there’s no guarantee 

for carrying out projects like this.” 

    Though he said he was unaware of the 

environmental technical specifications 

operating in the mine, this implies that it did 

have the necessary permits, and non-

compliance with environmental regulations 

raises doubts as to why official authorization 

to operate in Cerro de San Pedro was 

awarded two years ago. 

    Narro Loris noted that the company 

invested millions in San Luis Potosí, and if a 

lawsuit is brought against the state it will be 

a huge problem for the government, as well 

as a huge blow for the citizens of Potosí. 

    Finally, he confessed he was worried 

about the job loss implied by the definitive 

closing of the mine, “we can’t afford this 

right now, with the critical economic 

situation the state is going through and the 

country as well.”
